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Message from the Executive Director

At the Humane Society of Central Oregon, we are
hopeful and excited about what the future holds as we
strive to achieve our vision that every companion animal
in our community will be treated with respect, every
adoptable animal in our care will be placed in a loving
home, every lost animal in our care will be reunited with
its owner and that every dog and cat owner in our
community will have access to affordable spay and neuter services.

Our vision statement has driven our strategic plan and we have developed
detailed plans to achieve our goals and prepare the organization to meet the
demands of future growth and need in our area. We know that our
community loves animals and that as the human population grows so will the
need for our services.

This past year, we had our best and most successful fundraising events, in
total raising over $100,000 to help support the animals. This alone allowed
us to operate the shelter for 40 days. Our Thrift Stores have experienced an
increase in sales and are responsible for approximately 43% of our support to
the sheltered animals. Our donors and supporters provide 22% of the needed
funds to take care of future companion animals and the remainder comes
from adoptions and our cremation services.

Ultimately, the best parts of this job are the stories of
success. We had several cases this year where owners
attempted to shoot their dogs because they could not
afford the medical care the animal needed or they couldn’t
provide basic care. Trooper and Dakota both ended up in
great homes with loving companions. For these two it was
a community effort to get them the help they needed in order to live quality,
pain-free lives. From the Deschutes County Sheriffs that brought the animals
to HSCO to several local vets that provided on-going care after adoption, these
cases prove to me that those of us that have experienced the unconditional
love of an animal want to do what we can to afford someone else that oppor-
tunity. In the words of Gandhi, “The greatness of a nation and its moral pro-
gress can be judged by the way its animals are treated.”
